
  

Cultura Connect Youth Rider Test League 2024 
The league is intended as a friendly competition within the region and there will be an overall winner for each 

category and placings down to 10th.  The league winner will receive a £250 training bursary kindly donated by 

Cultura Connect. The prize giving will be at the end of the season, date and location TBC. 

Categories 

• D Squad (to the end of the calendar year of 11th birthday) including Intro test 

• C Squad (to the end of the calendar year of 14th birthday) 

• C+ Squad (to the end of the calendar year of 25th birthday) 

• B Squad  

• B+ Squad including Young Horse tests 

• A Squad including Young Horse tests 

How to enter 

• Ride your test at ANY BD official event (competition, flexi or training day) within the region. British 

Dressage standard tests and Rider Skills Tests can be ridden but must be judged based upon Rider Skills 

criteria by a Youth Assessor using a Rider Skills Test Sheet. 

• If you are selected to represent your region at the BD Youth Inter Regionals these sheets can also be used. 

• To qualify for the league, you must be a BD Club or Full Member and ride a minimum of 4 tests between 1st 

February 2024 and 13th October 2024 

• If you have been judged by a panel of judges for one single test (for example at the Inter Regionals), an 

average of the result will be taken. 

• Each time you ride a test for this competition the score sheet must be submitted by email to 

enquiries@woodlandviews.co.uk as a scanned or photographed copy of your test sheet within 7 days of 

riding it. 

• For the monthly league result, sheets must be submitted by the last day of the month to count for that 

month’s league.  

• All tests to be considered must be submitted by 13 October 2024. 

Who wins? 

• The overall league bursary winner is selected by the committee, and we are looking for a rider who has 

shown commitment to training and has shown an improvement over the YRL period. 

• The winner in each category will be the rider achieving the most points from their top 4 tests ridden 

between the 1 February to 13 October 2024. 

• In the event of a tie, the four marks will be totalled, and highest marks will count 

• Riders submitting fewer than four sheets will only be placed at the committee’s discretion. 

 

 

 

 



Eligibility & Rules 

• Riders must be eligible to ride at the level they wish to be ranked according to para 1 and 2 of rule 187, Page 

184 of the Handbook (Inter Regional Eligibility) – Riders who are not squad assessed should chose the squad 

level appropriate to their ability.  

• Riders assessed will automatically be added to the tables.   

• At least 2 of the tests to count must be marked by different Youth Assessors. 

• Only 1 test sheet to be done per training session/day. 

• Riders must be riding in their age category or squad within the BD Youth Criteria. 

• Riders must be a minimum of a Club Members on a BD Registered or Associate horse or pony or with 

DO agreement Club members on a riding school pony at centres holding shows or coaching.
